(1 Kings 18:30-31). Then God manifested His presence as holy fire fell from heaven. The altar on

Carmel was a place of encounter, sacrifice, prayer and prophecy. All the people fell on their faces
and cried, “The Lord, He is God! The Lord, He is God!” (v. 39). Once again God is confronting the
powers of darkness and hearing the prayers of His body on Mount Carmel.

This Convocation will include in-depth teaching on the prophetic significance of Israel, the Church
and Islam. There will also be an emphasis on intercessory worship sessions as we join with one
another as the “one new man” of Jews, Arabs and Gentiles from the nations being built together as
a “dwelling place for God in the Spirit” (Eph.
